Our denomination functions as a democratic republic, much like our nation.  We, as members 

of PC(USA), do not vote on every issue.  Instead, we elect the representatives who are charged with 

making decisions on our behalf.  Because these elders represent a wide range of opinions on various 

thoughts, it is almost guaranteed that they will make a decision that is not popular with the entire 

group they represent.  This holds true at every level of our church structure ς from sessions in the

Like any GA, decisions made this year have caused consternation across the board from the 

most liberal to the most conservative in our denomination.  Often it is difficult to weed through the 

paperwork and parliamentary procedures in order to determine what was actually done and not done 

at our GA.  Let me be the first to applaud their work, recognizing how difficult it is to gather with so 

many brothers and sisters in Christ to make decisions for the whole, especially when there are such 

glaring examples of different biblical and theological interpretations on any particular issue.  The task 

we charged them with was daunting and we pray that they were guided by the Holy Spirit in what 

they did, and not by personal ambition, politics, or motivations. 

During the past two weeks I have referred to various overtures, bills, and declarations that 

were made at the GA regarding controversial topics, including standards for ordination, same-sex civil 

unions, Israel-Palestinian relations, the governing structure of PC(USA), and authoritative 

interpretation of scripture.  In addition to these larger issues were more localized concerns about how 

to be the faithful body of Christ in this world.  As a way of staying informed, connected, and aware of 

what our denomination has determined at this past General Assembly, we are offering two nights of 

information and conversation about these most controversial issues on August 4, and 11, at 6:00 

p.m. each night.   

These will be tough dialogues that I know our congregation is able to facilitate with an eye on 

love, justice, and grace.  If you are not a member of the Presbyterian Church (USA), you are welcome 

and encouraged to attend as well, in order to learn more about what this denomination is currently 

doing. 

I hope many of you can join me for each of those nights in August as we confront the issues

New 

Recycling 

Program to 

be Piloted 

Did you know 

that there is 

a plastic 

άƛǎƭŀƴŘέ 

bigger than the state of Texas(!) floating 

just below the surface of the North Pacific?  

Currents bring all kinds of dumped items 

ǘƻƎŜǘƘŜǊ ƛƴǘƻ ǿƘŀǘΩǎ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ ŀ άƎȅǊŜΣέ ŀƴŘ ƛǘ 

just sits there, continuing to grow.  Removal 

is very difficult, but some groups are trying.

area are severely threatened.  It reminds us 

that the less plastic we use and dump, the

The Session has agreed for Church in the 

Hills to participate on a trial basis in the 

ά.ŀȅ !ǊŜŀ wŜŎȅŎƭƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ /ƘŀǊƛǘƛŜǎέ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳΣ 

which recycles many things we cannot take 

to the County Bins.   BARC provides a 

special rolling cart and specific (but simple) 

instructions for how materials are to be 

sorted and bagged.  We will start with 

quarterly pick-up, but that can be changed 

as needs change. 
 

If you are working with a church event 

(meeting, Sunday school, meal, etc.) please 

RINSE OFF any dirty plastic items, STACK 

THEM (to conserve space), and put them in 
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the specially marked waste basket (labeled 

άtƭŀǎǘƛŎ wŜŎȅŎƭƛƴƎ hƴƭȅέύΦ  ¢ƘŜǊŜ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ ƻƴŜ 

in each kitchen, with the appropriate clear 

plastic bag in it.  As these waste baskets get 

full, the bags will be taken out to the BARC 

cart.   
 

We should all still take paper, cardboard, 

#1, 2, and 5plastic  , glass, and cans to the 

big red County containers down the hill, but 

all other clean plastic (cups, tableware, 

styrofoam, wrappers, grocery bags, 

packaging material, etc. but no cellophane) 

can now go into recycling instead of the 

trash can.   
 

A couple of times a year (probably 

September and January at least), we will 

have collections for other recyclables that
