I hope this 

change offers more opportunity for worship and fellowship this spring and summer, as we add our 

early worship service (8:30 am) once summer arrives.  Please feel free to offer suggestions about 

classes, worship, activities, mission projects, and fellowship events that we can all participate in this 

summer as our congregation is reunited.  As always, it is a joy, a challenge, and a wondrous call to be 

your pastor.

Finance Committee  

comprised of  Pastor 

Andrew,  Secretary 

Cindy Overby,  

Treasurer Kathy 

Munger, Elders- Fred 

Harris and Ted Whittlesey, Members-Dale 

Hanson and Mike Card. Your gifts are 

greatly appreciated and are carefully 

managed while focusing on the end 

purposes of this giving.  The Finance 

Committee has implemented new cash 

handling procedures which assures proper 

controls and offsets- this change went very 

smoothly. Each week two members of the 

Committee (typically the Treasurer and one 

other committee member)  are involved in 

the counting and   depositing of the 

collection proceeds-all proceeds are 

ŘŜǇƻǎƛǘŜŘ ƛƴ ŀ ƭƻŎƪŜŘ ōŀƎ ƛƴ ƻǳǊ ōŀƴƪΩǎ 

night deposit box-no funds are ever left on-

site.  Monday morning, Secretary, Cindy 

Overby completes the deposit process at 

the bank and at every step, there is careful 

cross signing and reconciliation. 
 

Additionally the Committee is working on 

the development of a capital budging 

process which will assure that when larger 

expenditures are needed that they are 

provided for in the Budget. This Capital 

Budget when fully underway will provide a 

snapshot of planned future purchases and 

expenditures in prioritized/time ordered 

fashion-to be shared along with the 

Operations Budget with the whole 

Congregation.  Similarly the Committee is 

replenishing thŜ ά9ƳŜǊƎŜƴŎȅ CǳƴŘέ ŦƻǊ 

larger expenditures which cannot  

necessarily be planned for in advance. 
 

Early, two months into the new year and we 

are in good financial shape: Giving in 2010 

through 2/28 exceeds that in 2009 through 

2/28  by almost $4,000, with operations 

expenditures as of 2/28/2010 virtually 

equal to the 2/28/2009 level. Projected year 

end cash carryover is at $14,075.26 as of 

2/28/10. In keeping with the wishes 

expressed by the Congregation and echoed 

by the Session (the ultimate source of 
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authority to the Finance Committee) at our 

April Meeting we will begin a set-a-side 

process to assure that funds are being 

designated for the Pastoral Sabbatical 

program.  
 

Again, Thank You for your giving!  The work 

of this committee is seen as secondary and 

supportive to larger missions of this church 

 as well as all other committees as well as 

the Session, the Deacons and the Staff of 

the Church. Ultimately, we remain always 

thankful to God for all we have to support 

our worship and to do his work.
