 On July 3, the Presbyterian Church (USA) opens the first meetings of the 219th General Assembly of the church.  

The GA is the highest level of participatory governance in our denomination and acts, very loosely, like our Congress.  

Consisting of delegate commissioners from each of our 173 presbyteries, the assembly is equally represented between 

elders and minister members.  As stated on the pcusa.org website:  

ñThe General Assembly seeks to protect our church from errors in faith and practice, is responsible for 

assuring that the expression of our theology remains true to the biblic al standards in our historic confessions. 

The General Assembly presents a witness for truth and justice in our community and in the world community. 

It sets priorities for the church and establishes relationships with other churches or ecumenical bodies.ò

     Recently two young members of our 
congregation, Luke and Angelo, approached 
me after the service one Sunday morning 
and were interested in seeing the organ.  
When I told Angelo that the instrument was 
called an "organ" he found this somewhat 
humorous and confusing. "Organs are 
supposed to be on your insides." Some 
years ago my announcement about 
attending an "organ crawl" met with gales 
of laughter from a friend who pictured me 
crawling  from kidney, to stomach, to heart 
perhaps, rather than into the organ 
chambers at local churches to examine, 
indeed, the internal structures of their 
musical instruments. So the young man's 
reaction sent me to the dictionary, 
wondering about the origin of the word and 
why it was assigned as a name for a musical 
instrument. 
 Herein lies the answer: "Organ" from 
the Latin "organum" for "tool, instrument."  
Just as the organs inside our bodies are 
tools for servicing our bodies, so too is the 
musical organ an instrument for enhancing 
our worship service.  I appreciated Luke and 
Angelo's interest in the instrument and was 
delighted that they came over to inquire 
and to play.  Please know that this 
opportunity is available to anyone at any 
time, particularly after church on Sunday 

morning when the informality of coffee 
hour distracts from any errant sounds 
coming from either the organ or the piano 
as fingers and legs experiment.  I encourage 
adults but also those of you who may be 
bringing children/grandchildren this 
summer, particularly if they have an 
interest in music or are perhaps already 
playing/singing, to "stop by the bench" after 
service and try our instruments out.   
     Pipe and electronic organs, like those 
inside our bodies, are not always easily 
visible in churches (except for the pipes 
which are often a prominent part of the 
architecture) but those of us who play are 
always delighted to share the experience 
and welcome the interest.  As you travel, 
particularly to other countries, and visit 
well-known cathedrals, take time to ferret 
out the organist after the worship service.  
Even if you know nothing about keyboards, 
you may have an interest in and 
appreciation for the craftsmanship that 
goes into the creation of these "Kings of 
Instruments" and can enjoy learning about 
the multiple sounds they're capable of 
creating. Take a cue from Luke and Angelo 
and seek out new musical experiences.  I 
have no doubt that you'll find them 
rewarding and the organist will certainly be 
flattered that you bothered to stop by the 
bench.
