 His question stumped me and has been challenging me for the past two weeks.  How do we 

measure spiritual growth?  Is it even necessary to do such a thing?  I think we all agree that faith is a 

journey we experience at our own pace.  Moreover, we do not discover moments of growth, clarity, 

and maturity at the same rate, by the same means, or in the exact same ways. 

 Still, can we see or recognize spiritual growth in our lives based on whatever benchmarks we

Apart from those moments, his faith remained relatively stable with expected highs and lows. 

 What about you?  Can you point to certain instances in your faith that represented significant 

maturation?  Or is your faith in Jesus Christ consistent, remaining relatively the same from day to day, 

month to month, year to year?  Are you somewhere in between? 

 In comparing our faith to a race, Paul exhorts us to run this spiritual journey as though we are 

trying to win.  Do we run as well this year as we did last year?  What type of training, preparation, 

knowledge and practice do we need to run more effectively? 

 Help me understand what is needed in this congregation to facilitate this type of
